Explanatory note:

This document includes details of key decisions that will be made by either the Cabinet (the main executive decision-making body of the
Council), the Assembly (full Council) or by officers under delegated authority. The Health and Wellbeing Board, which deals with health-
related decisions, has a separate Forward Plan which can be viewed on the Council’s website at
https://modgov.lbbd.gov.uk/Internet/mgListPlans.aspx?RPId=669&RD=0.

For ease of reading, where this document refers to the ‘decision-making body’, this can be taken to mean the Cabinet or the Assembly. In
accordance with the Local Authorities (Executive Arrangements) (Meetings and Access to Information) (England) Regulations 2012 the
membership of these committees is listed in Appendix 1.

Key Decisions

By law, councils have to publish a document detailing “Key Decisions” that are to be taken by the Cabinet or other committees / persons /
bodies that have executive functions. The document, known as the Forward Plan, is required to be published 28 days before the date that the
decisions are to be made. Key decisions are defined as:

(1) Those that form the Council’s budgetary and policy framework (this is explained in more detail in the Council’s Constitution)
(i) Those that involve ‘significant’ spending or savings
(i)  Those that have a significant effect on the community

In relation to (ii) above, Barking and Dagenham’s definition of ‘significant’ is spending or savings of £200,000 or more that is not already
provided for in the Council’s Budget (the setting of the Budget is itself a Key Decision).

In relation to (iii) above, Barking and Dagenham has also extended this definition so that it relates to any decision that is likely to have a
significant impact on one or more ward (the legislation refers to this aspect only being relevant where the impact is likely to be on two or more
wards). As part of the Council’s commitment to open government it has extended the scope of this document so that it includes all known
issues, not just “Key Decisions”, that are due to be considered by the decision-making body as far ahead as possible.

Information included in the Forward Plan
In relation to each decision, the Forward Plan includes as much information as is available when it is published, including:

e the matter in respect of which the decision is to be made;
e the decision-making body or person;
