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Summary 
 
At its meeting on 14 June 2011, the Cabinet considered the attached report (Appendix A) on 
the Second Local Implementation Plan (LIP2) setting out the Council’s transport strategy for 
2011/12 to 2013/14. 
 
The Cabinet noted that the draft LIP2 had been the subject of extensive consultation and 
while the fundamental principles of the draft had been supported several amendments had 
been put forward, the main aspects being a new indicator to monitor bus journey time, 
reference to the importance of River Roding Bridge for the Barking to Royal Docks Bus 
Corridor scheme and added emphasis given to residential 20 mph zones.  The Cabinet 
endorsed the plan and recommended its adoption by the Assembly.
